GUIDANCE FOR THE 2011 EPCRA COMPUTER AND HAZMAT 


RESPONSE EQUIPMENT GRANT
The total funding available for the 2011 Computer and Hazmat Equipment Grant is $463,300. If all counties apply for the maximum amount available to them the grant requests would total $624,000.  The available funding is not sufficient to fund the maximum amount and this necessitates proration of the amounts available for each county.  Actual grant awards will be determined based on all grant applications submitted.  To assist counties with budgetary planning WEM is providing estimated minimum award amounts based on all counties requesting the maximum available.  If after all applications have been submitted there are counties requesting less than their share based on the preliminary proration, prorated amounts will be recalculated to determine the actual award amount which will be equal to or greater than the preliminary prorated amounts.

To assist counties in applying for funding, WEM has provided an approved non-prioritized equipment list.  This is the list of equipment that is eligible for purchase under this grant by counties/LEPC’s.  

The deadline for submission of the 2011 EPCRA Computer and Hazmat Response Equipment grant application is February 1, 2011.  If your county will not be able to submit the completed grant forms by this date, you must request an extension of the deadline in writing by February 1, 2011, to remain eligible for the 2011 EPCRA Computer and Hazmat Response Equipment Grant.  The extension request must include the dollar amount that will be requested in the grant application, which should be broken down into two categories which are computer and hazmat response equipment.

Grant awards will be determined based on all grant applications and grant extensions that are received by the submission deadline of February 1, 2011.  Grant applications submitted after the deadline and for which an extension request was not received will only be considered if sufficient funding is available.

A recap of items of interest for 2011 include:

1. The 80% - 20% match remains in place.

2. In-Kind costs can be used as the county portion of the match.  However, computer related in-kind costs must be used to match computer equipment and hazmat related in-kind costs must be used to match the hazmat response equipment.   All in-kind costs must meet the appropriate definition in the grant procedures.

3. Only those counties with established/designated county wide hazmat response teams are eligible for hazmat response equipment.  

4. The four-year computer grant cycle remains in place.  This is the third year of the four-year computer equipment grant cycle.  Any year in which the state match request exceeds $2,000 will count as the one year in which matching costs up to $6,000 may be eligible.  

5. Please pay close attention to the fact that the 2011 Approved Equipment List has been amended - some items have been added and some items have been clarified.  Please review the list carefully to insure that the desired item is on the list in order to avoid any confusion and possible denials in the in the application and approval process.    

As in previous years, requests for final reimbursement can be submitted once all the computer and/or hazardous materials response equipment has been purchased.  If both computer and hazardous materials response equipment are purchased, two requests for final reimbursement can be made.  One request when all computer equipment has been purchased and another when all hazmat equipment has been purchased.
