CPG 101 Version 2.0 Crosswalk for County Emergency Plans
FEMA’s Comprehensive Preparedness Guide (CPG) 101 Version 2.0 provides guidance on the fundamentals of planning and development of emergency operations plans (EOP).

Following the initial release of CPG 101 in March 2009, WEM’s regional directors collaborated to edit the county EOP templates to incorporate the guidance. In November 2010, FEMA released CPG 101 Version 2.0, which contains a substantial amount of new guidance beyond that which was added to the templates.
Consequently, the status of the current templates relative to CPG 101, Version 2, is as follows:

EOP Templates

· Were updated to address most, but not all, of the criteria in CPG 101, Version 1.  The updates did not address standards for Debris Management, Volunteer Management, Donations Management, Recovery, or Incident-Specific Annexes.

· Have not been updated to address the new guidance contained in the CPG 101, Version 2 release.

ERP Templates
· Have not been updated for either version of CPG 101.

To support counties in incorporating the CPG 101 Version 2.0 standards into either their EOPs or ERPs, we are providing the attached crosswalk.
Interpreting the Crosswalk
· The items are listed in the exact order in which they are presented in CPG 101, Version 2.
· The columns:
· Column A – Line # 
Lines numbered for ease of reference

· Column B – Guidance Section in CPG 101, Version 2
 The plan section location suggested in CPG 101, not the headings or sections WEM is necessarily using or suggesting
· Column C – Source Page
The page number where the planning standard is listed in CPG 101
· Column D – Planning Requirements
The individual planning standards/best practices proposed in CPG 101
· Column E – County EOP Crosswalk
The location in a county EOP where WEM suggests the standard would best be addressed

· Column F – County ERP Crosswalk
The location in a county ERP where WEM suggests the standard would best be addressed

· The colors:

· Blue – indicates the start of a new section in CPG 101, Version 2
· Yellow – indicates standards that were added in CPG 101, Version 2

· Green – indicates a plan location outside of the EOP/ERP (e.g. COOP, County Mitigation Plan/Hazard Analysis) 

Using the Crosswalk

· If the location at which your plan addresses the planning standard differs from the one suggested in the crosswalk:
· Replace the name of the suggested plan location with the one you are actually using.
· Highlight it or bold it to indicate that you have changed it.
· Many of the planning standards are best addressed in individual agency plans or SOPs associated with the named annexes/ESFs.

· If that is the case, a statement to that effect in the annex/ESF is sufficient to address the standard.
· Your jurisdiction is still accountable for ensuring that the standard has been met in the individual agency plan or SOPs.
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
