The regular meeting of the Wisconsin Emergency Management Association (WEMA) was held on March 27, 2007 at 4:00 P.M., at the Lacrosse Center, South Hall, Boardroom C, 300 Harborview Plaza, LaCrosse, Wisconsin, the President and the Secretary being present.  The agenda, minutes, and Treasurer’s report were read and approved.
The floor was opened to any questions for WEM and OJA.  Questions were raised about direct coordination between OJA and WEM on matters involving; planning, training, and homeland security.  Representatives from WEM and OJA assured everyone that they were working together on those very issues.  Questions were raised on NIMS and ICS training and exercises. Future training and lodging has taken a regional concept, to save state monies. 

 A discuss began on the use of the WEMA logo by WEMA business members.  A motioned to “ban the use of the WEMA logo by WEMA business members was passed.

A vote was taken on the new WEMA Logo and option #2 was approved.

Patrick O’Connor and Larry Reed from WEM discussed the evacuation planning for Chicago.  

The President talked about the FY ’07 supplement to the federal budget and encouraged WEMA members to write their legislators.  

Jerry Haberl from WEM talked the NIMS Advisory Council and NIMS compliance.  Jerry mentioned the lowest level of reporting can be at the county level and that compliance is anywhere from 1% - 100%.  Jerry asked that a letter be drafted by WEMA to the NIMS Advisory Council to change some of the training requirements for elected officials.  i.e. 402 class for elected officials.  Motion to send a letter passed.

There was little discussion on the WEMA Issues Paper.
