3. *Declaration of Unusual Event/ Alert/ Site Area Emergency or General Emergency at Kewaunee, Manitowoc or Prairie Island Nuclear Power Plants.  Call Administrator/ Deputy Administrator, they will call the TAG.  Email Alert Group.
4. *Significant demonstrations or protests, including DOC Institution riot or disturbance. Call Administrator/ Deputy Administrator, they will call the TAG.  Email Alert Group. 
5. Radioactive material being transported through state – Brief TAG/ Administrator in person.  Email Alert Group.

6. Any request for National Guard assistance (C-26B, UH-60 Blackhawk, 54thCST, RRF-Ready Reaction Force, etc).  Call Administrator.  If mission authorized, note in next update to Alert Group.
7. Any Emergency Declaration in the state as a result of natural disaster, man made disaster or public health crisis. Email Alert Group.
8. Degradation of infrastructure and/or facilities in the state from natural or man made event, with environmental or social impact (dam failure, Interstate emergency, transportation, power generation, Water supply, communication)  Email Alert Group. 
9. Natural disaster in another state overwhelming its ability to respond.  ie, EMAC request we fill.  Email Alert Group.
10. Level A response to an event.  Email Alert Group
11. Active Search and Rescue in state when WEM is notified.  Email Alert Group.
12. Issues/Events that may produce civil unrest (demonstrations or riots).  Email Alert Group.
13. Significant state employee work stoppages. Email Alert Group.
14. Radiological Emergency Mobile Laboratory activation. Email Alert Group.
15. Requests for EOD support.  Email Alert Group.
