The Wisconsin Emergency Management Association (WEMA) is an organization dedicated to promoting the goals of saving lives and protecting property by mitigating, preparing for, responding to, and recovering from disasters/emergencies. WEMA and Wisconsin Emergency Management jointly sponsors Wisconsin’s voluntary Emergency Manager Certification program to maintain professionalism through the certification process. 

The promise to uphold the Code signifies the assumption that the emergency manager/those supporting the objectives of Emergency Management, as WEMA members, will act prudently and responsibly beyond the requirements of law and codes, including avoiding personnel actions restricted by Wisconsin Statute 323.25. The Code of Ethics and Professional Conduct embodies the certification program philosophy and objectives.
